Questions raised at the Annual Parish Meeting requiring further clarification
Q. Last year a large sum of money was set aside for Play Equipment, is the £45,000 expenditure allocated for Blind Lane this year in addition to last years reserves.

A. It’s part of the earmarked Reserves.  Reserves don’t get carried over they are reviewed annually.

Further clarification from the Clerk:

When the budget is set by Council for the following year it should review expenditure year to date and any anticipated expenditure to year end.

If the Council calculate that it is not going to spend the budget allocated for the remaining year, it has to make a decision as to whether a) the same unspent expenditure gets carried over for the following year or b) the unspent funds are vired (transferred) across to the General Fund (this is an unbudgeted balance, which should only remain at approx £50,000 in case of emergencies).

At the start of 2009/10 the budget allocated for play equipment was £37,500, in June 2009 the F&GP Committee reviewed its Reserves budget and decided to increase the amount of expenditure for play equipment to £67,500.  At the year end 31st March 2010 any surplus expenditure in any of the budget heads got vired to a) new Reserves or b) went back into the General Fund Balance in accordance with the budget agreed by Council.
Q. When and how will the Play Equipment consultation results be published, can they be put in Target.

A. consultation results are available to view on website, hard copies are also available on top table tonight.  We will be publishing results in Target.

The consultation results will be published in Target August/September edition.
 
Q. When will the Annual Accounts be made available.

A. The notice of inspection for the Annual Accounts is to be published shortly on the website and notice boards.

The approved Annual Accounts are now available to view on the website or at the Council Offices.
Q.
Is there any news regarding toilets at back of Wooburn.

Cllr Reeves will be raising the issue with WDC.
The Waste Services Team Leader, Mr Terry Hill at Wycombe District Council has responded to the question regarding toilets in Wooburn Green.

“The toilets and 2 other sites in the District were shut down as part of a savings exercise which was agreed by the Cabinet and ratified by Full Council.

I do not know what the long term plan for the toilet block is but there are no plans for the District Council to re-open them, they may be open to a proposal if the Parish wanted to re-open them and take responsibility for maintenance, cleaning etc but I could not say for sure unless a proposition was received.

At present there are no plans to close any of the remaining toilets sites but with ever changing requirements for cuts and savings it cannot be totally ruled out.

With regards to complaints about the 3 sites being closed we have only had a very small number of calls etc.”
Q.
Junction between Hedsor Lane and Ferry Lane needs to be a stop sign @ end of Hedsor Road before Ferry Lane.

A.
PC will look into this.

County Councillor Mike Appleyard has confirmed that in order for the County Council to consider placing stop signs the criteria is that there is restricted view in both directions.  The junction at Hedsor Lane and Ferry Lane has been looked into and does not satisfy the criteria for a stop sign.
Q.
Last year in the minutes the PC was going to establish responsibility for the land by the Scout Hut at Watery Lane, has Council got any answer.

A.
PC will clarify whether this information has been sought.

A.  District Cllr Simon Bazley (who was previously a Parish Councillor) had informed the PC that Wycombe District Council was looking into this matter.

 District Cllr Simon Bazley has confirmed the following:

“The short answer is it’s not clear..  

The Long answer, is the original developer owned the land as part of the watery lane development, and as part of the highways changes it will be passed over to belong to the bucks county highways, when all of the road improvement works are complete.  

When the original developer sold the incomplete development, they didn't sell the entire site, and last time I checked BCC weren't satisfied with the works so hadn't adopted everything.  

So in the mean time it's complicated.”
