Declarations of Members interests
Cllr Mrs White declared she may have a perceived interest in agenda item 19.  The Clerk reminded Cllr Mrs White that she should state whether the interest is personal or prejudicial. 

Cllr Reeves declared a personal and prejudicial interest in agenda item 19.

Co-Option of New Councillors
72.01 Mr Dave Airley, Mrs Kate Airley and Mr Liam Hemmings were invited to address the Council in connection with their applications for co-option. The Chairman invited Councillors to ask any questions before making a decision. Resolved: Mr Dave Airley co-opted onto Parish Council as Councillor for Wooburn Green Ward, 6 votes in favour.  Resolved:  Mrs Kate Airley co-opted onto Parish Council as Councillor for Wooburn Town Ward.  Resolved:  Mr Liam Hemmings co-opted onto Parish Council as Councillor for Bourne End Ward, 6 votes in favour.  All 3 newly co-opted Councillors and the Clerk signed the declaration  of office.

73.01This agenda item was brought forward.  Applications for the 2 vacancies on Open Spaces, Allotments & Burials Committee and the Planning, Highways & Lighting Committee were received.  Resolved:  Cllr Mrs Airley and Cllr D Airley accepted onto the constitution of the Open Spaces, Allotments & Burials Committee.  Resolved:  Cllrs Mrs Airley, Mrs Gould and Hemmings accepted onto the constitution of the Planning, Highways & Lighting Committee. 

73.02 All members of the Planning, Highways & Lighting Committee were asked to nominate a Chairman following the recent resignation of Cllr Bazley from the Council.  Cllr Ms Sherlock proposed Cllr Reeves, seconded by Cllr Hemmings, there were no other proposals.  Resolved:  Cllr Reeves duly elected as Chairman of the Planning, Highways & Lighting Committee.

The Clerk explained that in accordance with the Standing Orders, as Councillor Reeves is a member of the Finance & General Purposes Committee as a non-Chairman/Vice Chairman member and has now been elected as Chairman of the PH&L Committee, this has created another vacancy for a non-Chairman/Vice Chairman member in order to bring the number of members up to 6 on the F&GP Committee.  The Chairman asked Council for nominations.   Cllr Mrs White proposed Cllr D Airley, seconded by Cllr Reeves, all in favour.  There were no other nominations.  Resolved: Cllr Airley accepted onto the constitution of the Finance & General Purposes Committee.

Cllr Mrs White gave a report on the recent Funday event organised by SureStart.  The Clerk explained that one of the gazebo’s borrowed for the event was damaged and the Clerk is still awaiting confirmation from SureStart as to when they will organise repair/replacement.  The Chairman asked Cllr Mrs White to liaise with SureStart and keep the Clerk informed.

Local Community Partnership (LCP) – Devolved Budgets (Deferred from Full Council 23rd June 2009 and 28th July 2009)

81.01 3 proposals for funding were received.  1) Early years grant – Resolved:  Cllr Appleyard proposed the Council put in a bid for £5000 towards SureStart funday event for 2010, seconded by Cllr Mrs Marshall.  2) Positive Activities for Young People – Resolved:  Cllr Mrs Marshall proposed the Council put in a bid for £5000 towards a 1 week mobile skate park for 2010, seconded by Cllr Reeves.  

Standing Orders were suspended in order to ask questions relating to the recent request for funding for Xmas lights on Wooburn Green from Mrs Amos on behalf of Wooburn Residents Association.  Standing Orders were reinstated.
The next agenda item was brought forward.
3)  Local Priorities budget – Cllr Mrs Marshall proposed the Council put in a bid for £8000 towards refurbishment of area to the front of library in Bourne End, including Claytons Bell restoration, there was no seconder, denied.  Cllr Appleyard proposed the Council approve request for funding towards Xmas lights on Wooburn Green from WRA, seconded by Cllr Mrs White, 9 in favour.  Resolved:  WRA request for funding towards Xmas lights on Green accepted.  If funding is not allocated by BCC this request is to come back to Full Council.

82.01 Cllr Appleyard proposed to accept the draft lease for Watery Lane submitted by WDC, seconded by Cllr Mrs Marshall, 7 votes in favour, 1 against, 1 abstention.  Resolved:  To accept draft lease for Watery Lane submitted by WDC.
82.02 8 votes in agreement for the Clerk to sign the lease for Watery Lane on behalf of the Council, 1 abstention, carried.  Resolved:  Clerk given authorisation to sign the lease for Watery Lane on behalf of the Council.
82.03 8 votes in agreement for the Clerk to swear on oath in accordance with request from WDC.  Resolved:  In accordance with request from WDC, the Clerk is given authorisation to swear on oath on behalf of the Council for notices relating to clauses 36 to 38 of the lease for Watery Lane.

83.01 4 quotes were received for office security incorporating door intercom and outside floodlights, in order to comply with Section 2 of the Annual Return/Governance Statements on risk management.  1) £380. 2) £695. 3) £695. 4) £1095.  It was noted that quote 1 was only for door intercom.  Cllr Appleyard proposed quote 3, as they are local, well known in the area and according to reports very reliable, seconded by Cllr Ms Sherlock, 6 in favour, 3 abstentions.  Resolved:  SRP Security Systems quote 3 for £695 accepted. 


83.02 4 quotes were received for CCTV in order to comply with Section 2 of the Annual Return/Governance Statements on risk management.  1) £5447 2) £2280 3) £3750 4) £5125.  Concerns were expressed regarding the rights of members of the public visiting the cemetery.  Cllr Mrs Marshall proposed the Council consult with cemetery visitors first, seconded by Cllr Mrs White.  Cllr Mrs Marshall also proposed that the matter is deferred to the Open Spaces, Allotments & Burials Committee meeting for the consultation proposal to be debated, seconded by Cllr Mrs White, 7 votes in agreement, 2 against, carried.  

The Chairman advised members that it was past 9.30pm and asked if everyone wanted to continue, 7 votes in favour of continuing, 2 against, carried.

Agenda items 16 (Local Authority Publishing) and 17 (Standing Orders) were deferred to next Full Council meeting, 9 votes in favour, 2 against, carried.

Outstanding Grievance and Employment Conditions 

Cllr Mrs White declared a prejudicial interest and stated that she wished to address Councillors prior to the discussion taking place.  The Clerk stated that as the ruling for public speaking only relates to Part I there was no provision in Part II for Cllr Mrs White to speak.  Cllr Mrs White continued to address members in connection with the agenda item.  After addressing members Cllr Mrs White left the meeting.  The Clerk was also asked to leave the meeting by the Chairman.  The Clerk asked the Chairman to arrange for minutes to be taken in her absence and for the Council to record the vote on the proposal put before them.
In order to comply with Section 2 of the Annual Return/Governance Statement the Council were asked to pass 2 resolutions in connection with the Clerk’s outstanding grievance.  1) Resolved:  Council “as a body” do not support making an official complaint to the Monitoring Officer regarding the conduct of a Councillor, 4 in favour, 2 against, 1 abstention, carried, proposed by Cllr Mrs Marshall, seconded by Cllr Ms Sherlock.  2) Resolved:  Council would support mediation, not from Mrs Bethan Osborne, HR Advisor on behalf of SLCC but from ACAS.
