It was suggested that the architects agreed above should be provided with a copy of Mr Dave Gibbon’s report (WDC Planning Officer) regarding planning perspective.  Also timelines should be set.

Free Parking Dates – Wycombe District Council

Members were asked to approve 3 free parking dates in connection with letter received from WDC (see attached). Request for Financial Support

A request from Cllr Mrs White (Parish Representative) on behalf of Bucks Children’s Centre for financial support of £3000 (to be invoiced against budget head 8210 Youth Project – Outreach) in connection with Fun Day event in Wooburn Park was presented.

Below is a list of some of the comments made:  
· Clerk had difficulties raising payment last year due to lack of paperwork supplied.

· The request last year and again this year was received very late.

· Previous events run by the PC over 2 or 3 days have cost around £1000 per day on average.

· Do we know how many people from the Parish have previously been accommodated, lots of other people from out of the District will attend.
· If the Council arrange payment direct the PC would automatically assume responsibility for the event contractors.  In order to cover the PC a contribution could be made to BCC.

2 Proposals were presented:

1st Proposal:  Cllr Mrs Marshall proposed to pay the requested £1900 this year to BCC, seconded by Cllr D Airley, 4 in favour, 4 against, the Chairman used her casting vote against proposal, not carried.

2nd Proposal: Resolved:  Cllr Mrs Langley proposed to pay £1000 to BCC, seconded by Cllr Ms Palmer, 6 in favour, none against, 3 abstentions, carried.
