Resolved:  Cllr Appleyard proposed that Option A is no longer an option, seconded by Cllr Reeves, unanimous.  The Clerk explained that some maintenance issues in Wilde Trice Report are not featured in Architects Options.
Resolved:  Cllr Mrs Gould proposed that the Working Party are asked to provide more information as per 1,2 & 3 below.  Seconded by Cllr Mrs Marshall, all in agreement.
1) Produce a full spec for Option C above, in negotiation with all clubs for Council approval which will include A to H as identified in report dated 18th October.  These are as follows:  a) pitched roof  b) replace rotten windows  c) steel shutters over windows  d) minimum internal work – walls are moveable & actual improvements can be left to each architect’s discretion  e) internal unisex toilet  f)  change current external ladies toilet to public disabled toilet  g) extend building at back to include 2 garages  h) extend pitched roof over the 2 garages.
2) Provide more detailed information of a new lease, i.e. to start negotiations with the cricket club regarding their expectations of a new lease agreement.

3) Make sure there are no access issues regarding the building itself and access across the park to the building.        
4) Obtain 3 Architects fees for above.
