Funding from Section 106

Council were asked to agree one application out of the 3 applications received; Scout Hut, St Pauls Church and Wooburns Youth Club for Section 106 funding to the value of £2,952 for the Wooburn area to be used towards improved access for a community facility.  It was noted that there is a 10 year deadline for the money to be spent.  Resolved:  St Paul’s Church request for funding towards a disabled toilet was agreed to be supported, Proposed by Cllr Reeves, seconded by Cllr Mrs Jeffery, all in agreement.

6) Village signs on Wooburn Green and Bourne End at Penny’s Corner.
