Proposed by Cllr Mrs Marshall, seconded by Cllr Appleyard, 6 in favour.  The Clerk was asked to ensure the New Cemetery Regulations notice board is put up by 30th July, 2009.

Play Equipment Questionnaire and Consultation Process

Resolved:  Consultation questionnaire approved to go into Target October/November 2009 edition with the following amendments:  First para, summary changed to say “refurbish all our play areas” NOT “update all our play areas”.  Questions 1 to 7 to go on first page, question 8 to go on back.  Proposed by Cllr Mrs Marshall, seconded by Cllr Sherlock, 5 in favour, 1 against.  It was noted that an outside company QPSMR will collate information on behalf of the Parish Council.
Resolved:  Exhibitions in Wooburn & Bourne End to be carried out between September – October 2009,  Proposed by Cllr Mrs Marshall, seconded by Cllr Reeves, 4 in favour, 2 abstentions.

Resolved:  Same exhibition to appear in both Bourne End and Wooburn.  It was agreed that a small group of Councillors compile material and put forward questions (which provide answers, for ease of recording) in order to report back to next meeting on 1st September for Committee approval.  4 in favour, 2 against.  Cllr Mrs Marshall, Paul and Reeves nominated to look at this before September.  It was agreed that the exhibitions should take place on a Saturday morning.  Clerk to check availability for following locations:  Bourne End Community Centre, St Dunstan’s, Wooburn St Paul’s, Wooburn Working Mens Club.
