Public Speaking

Mr Ken Murphy representing BEJSC addressed members regarding agenda item 7) Pitch Hire/Changing Facility Fees.

Minutes

Resolved:  The minutes of the Open Spaces, Allotments & Burials Committee meeting held on 1st September 2009 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman, proposed by Cllr Ms Gould, seconded by Cllr Mrs Marshall.

Clerk’s Report
A written report from the Clerk on progress of actions from the last meeting and on correspondence received into the office was noted.  2 letters requiring a Committee response were discussed as follows:

1)Letter from Mr Fletcher re Blind Lane play area -  Deferred:  It was agreed that a response is deferred until all Committee members have visited the site, it was also agreed that Mr Fletcher should be invited to join Committee members at the same time.  Chairman to organise a date/time to meet.
2)Letter from Mr Baker, Chairman, Wooburn Residents’ Association – Resolved:  Clerk was asked to write a letter to WRA explaining that “The Council respect your comments and are endeavouring to do a consultation which is in progress”, 3 in favour, 1 abstention, carried.  Resolved:  It was also agreed that Wooburn Residents’ Representatives should be invited to meet with the Chairman of Council, the Clerk, the Parish Representative and the Vice Chairman of Open Spaces, Allotments & Burials Committee (in the absence of the Chairman) to discuss all issues in general not just the consultation issue, Proposed by Cllr Mrs Marshall, seconded by Cllr Ms Gould, 5 in favour. 

The Clerk asked for it to be minuted she was reminding members that in the minutes of the Open Spaces Committee meeting held on 5th May 2009, it was agreed and voted on that 2 consultations would take place, 1 with the residents of Wooburn Park regarding the re-siting of the aerial slide and basket swing from Blind Lane, first.  The second consultation regarding the proposed skatepark/bmx facility.

Unpaid Charges – Wooburn Athletic

Resolved:  Clerk was asked to write a letter to Wooburn Athletic explaining that “if payment for outstanding charges has not been received by the end of November 2009 the council will decide if action will be taken as to whether any further play on pitches is allowed.  The Council want to obtain good relations, if Wooburn Athletic would like to continue using the Council facilities we would like to put a Representative on your committee.”  Proposed by Cllr Mrs Langley, seconded by Cllr D Airley, 5 in agreement.

Pitch Hire/Changing Facility Fees

Resolved:  No increase to existing charges, proposed by Cllr Mrs Langley, seconded by Cllr D Airley, 5 in favour.
Agenda Item 9 was brought forward.

Wooburn Pavilion Repairs.Maintenance
The Clerk explained that 2 further quotes for a specification and site inspection fee would be required in accordance with standing orders.  The estimated costs of the actual necessary repairs to the Pavilion remain unchanged and therefore a vote was taken on this.  Resolved:  Cllr D Airley proposed to go ahead with repairs, seconded by Cllr Mrs Gould, 4 in favour, 1 abstention.  F&GP Committee to allocate expenditure.

The Future of Wooburn Pavilion
The Clerk explained that Full Council had agreed the Terms of Reference and had referred the matter to the Open spaces Committee to establish where in the terms of reference the previous working party had reached.  The last notes of the working party meeting were distributed together with copies of all references made in minutes over the last 2 years.  Full Council have asked the Open Spaces Committee to make a proposal in order to move forward.  Committee members were unable to agree how to proceed.  Deferred:  Decision deferred until next meeting, in order that more information can be gathered by those who were previously involved in the working party.

Resolved:  exclusive right owners of top lawn cemetery are to be consulted, asking for their views on reverting to a traditional cemetery, proposed by Cllr Gould, seconded by Cllr Mrs Marshall, 3 in favour, 1 abstention. Responses to be reported back to Committee in order to make a decision.

CCTV in Cemetery – deferred from Full Council

Resolved:  The Chairman proposed that notices should be placed in the Cemetery grounds informing visitors

that the
Council is in the process of considering CCTV installation and asking for feedback from members of

the Public, all in agreement.  The Clerk suggested that the notices are left in situ until after the Christmas

period as most visitors usually visit the cemetery during this period.  All agreed to leave notices up until mid

Jan 2010.  The Clerk was also asked to check if other cemeteries have CCTV.  Decision on CCTV to be

made by the Committee once all above information is received.
