Bourne End Rec. Changing Facility

92.01 3 amended quotes were received for disabled access pathway to include area of driveway from gate to kerb on Claytons Meadow.

Cllr Mrs Marshall declared a personal interest. 
Members were asked to approve 1 of 3 quotes to construct the disabled ramp to the disabled toilets and a disabled pathway and dropped curb leading to the nearest available access which is situated on Claytons Meadow.  Members were advised that it was a statutory requirement to provide disabled toilets and disabled access with any new build and if the PC did not comply it would leave itself open to a private prosecution under the D.D.A.   Resolved:  Clerk to arrange a meeting between the Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Committee and the building Regs./Disability Officers at WDC to clarify the legal requirement for the installation of a disabled toilet and access.  Proposed by Cllr D Airley, seconded Mrs K Airley, 6 in favour.
92.02 3 quotes were received for internal seating and hooks;

Quote 1 = £2,919 for supply, delivery and installation (Bespoke)

Quote 2 = £3,122 for supply, delivery and installation (based on price list)

Quote 3 = £2,969 for supply and delivery only

Resolved:  Quote 1 for £2,919 was proposed by Cllr D Airley, seconded by Mrs K Airley, 6 in favour.
The Chairman asked for the Clerk to place the order by the end of the month and for work to be completed by the end of March.

Play Equipment Working Party
Cllr Mrs Marshall proposed the PEWP is to be reformed, seconded by Cllr Airley.  Cllr Mrs Marshall also proposed that the draft Terms of Reference provided and the previous Terms of Reference should be reviewed by the Working Party and a revised Terms of Reference should be presented to Committee at the next meeting.
Discussion took place regarding the progress of purchase and installation of the play equipment already agreed, as raised by Cllr Mrs Gould (not an agenda item).  The Clerk explained the reasons why this work had not yet been actioned.  
Councillors made a number of statements about how the Clerk should organise her work.  The Clerk interpreted these comments as personal criticisms and felt her position was being undermined and therefore, had no option but to leave the meeting, this she did at 20:10.
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
