· Written to WDC re Watery Lane lease – The Clerk explained that notification had been received from WDC stating that the terms put forward by the Committee would not be acceptable to WDC and also the break clause has now been reinstated.  This will now be referred to Full Council for a decision.

· Boundary marking of Sappers Field and Wooburn Park due to take place w/c 25th May 2009.

· Revive the Wye Project – Environment Agency waiting to hear back from services re service drawings for area, this will take about 8 weeks.  Work is scheduled in between end of July beginning of September and will take approx 2 days to complete.

· District Councillor Mr Simon Fowke has declined offer to sit on PEWP.

· All allotment plots have been allocated for this coming year.

3 quotes obtained.  Supplier has been awarded work, start date 4th June 2009, inspection by WDC Building Regs on 4 June.
