Bourne End Rec. Changing Facilities 

It was agreed that revised quotes need to be obtained for the following work:  to extend existing platform around changing facility to create a width of approximately 3 feet up to the building and making good rough areas, which would also extend to the kissing gate.  To create new steps and to not include a pathway along the side of the disabled toilets.  Proposed by Cllr D Airley, seconded by Cllr Reeves, all agreed.

Tree Policy
64.01 WDC’s tree policy and the PC’s current tree policy was Noted.   

64.02 It was agreed that the existing PC tree policy should be revised to also state that any tree work requests received throughout the year will be logged and reviewed annually prior to the budget setting in September.  To also state that priority may be given to those requests where contributions are made towards costs.  Agreed:  Clerk and Chairman to draw up a revised policy incorporating above points and any others for Committee approval, to also include a policy for lime trees on Wooburn Green.

Footpath Clearing Schedule
Resolved:  In principal all agreed with the Groundsman’s schedule of cuts for 2010/11 subject to clarification of the following points: 

· Should the PC be doing more frequent cuts i.e. Brantridge Lane, Old Glory Lane, Spade Oak on one cut, is Spade Oak 1.10.10 a mistake.

· Does the Groundsman feel this is enough time on each area.  Would they benefit from being cut more often, check with Office Assistant whether any complaints have been received from members of the public.

Funding for Improvements to Local Area
Committee reviewed suggested projects for funding and agreed the following:

1) Bus stop next to train station in Bourne End.  To go on PH&L Committee agenda for future consideration.

2) All agreed bollards should go around the whole Green allowing removable ones in some places (to allow fair vehicles etc. access), Proposed by Cllr D Airley, seconded by Cllr Mrs K Airley, all agreed.  Office to obtain costs for submission .
3) Seat next to bus stop on Penny’s Corner.  Office to obtain costs for submission.

4) All agreed that village signs are to be the same as village sign society and to allow approx. £3500 for costs.  If this gets approved then the Council will need to decide what will feature on both signs. 

5) All agreed that 10 seats in total should be put forward for open space areas (locations to be confirmed).

The time was 9.30pm and everyone agreed to continue.
