 Minutes
Resolved: The minutes of the Open Spaces, Allotments & Burials Committee meeting held on 6th April 2010 were approved.  Proposed by Cllr Reeves, seconded by Cllr D Airley, all in agreement.

Clerk’s Report
The Clerk’s report on progress of actions minuted from the last meeting and on correspondence received into the office was noted.
19/10
Wooburn Park Pavilion Working Party

A report from Wooburn Park Pavilion working party dated 12th April 2010 was noted.  Resolved:  Cllr D Airley proposed to adopt A,B,C,D as listed Options instead of Options 1,2,3,4 on Terms of Reference, seconded by Cllr Reeves, 7 in favour, none against.  Resolved:  Cllr Appleyard proposed Full Council agree project is made an Open Spaces Project – Not Full Council, seconded by Cllr Reeves, 7 in agreement, none against.

Play Equipment Working Party

It was noted that the PEWP had not met as they are awaiting quotes to discuss prior to next meeting.

Rospa 2009 update

The Clerk presented a report providing recommendations/actions in connection with Rospa report.  The play equipment working party was asked to take a look at the findings. 
22/10
Vandalism

22.01
Wooburn Park

2 recent incidences of vandalism to the play area fencing was reported, 3 proposals for Committee consideration were presented by the Clerk  1) Removal of existing wooden fencing altogether  2) Replace wooden fencing with anti-vandal wrought iron fencing 3) To continue repairing wooden fencing.  Resolved:  Existing fencing is to remain in situ unless it is vandalised again in which case it will be removed totally, Proposed by Cllr Mrs Jeffery, seconded by Cllr Mrs K Airley, 6 in favour, 1 against.

22.02  Watery Lane

It was noted that since installation of new play equipment some areas of the grass mat surfacing had been forcibly removed and holes had been gouged into the grass mounds, there was also an increase in litter and asb behaviour.  Police had been made aware.   
22.03 Holtspur Ave.

It was noted that 2 fruit trees had been planted and have since been vandalised, Police had been made aware.  Committee were asked whether they wish to plant replacements.  Resolved:  Cllr Reeves proposed for 3 trees to be purchased and installed once the new play equipment is in place, seconded by Cllr Mrs Gould, all in agreement.   Cllr Appleyard proposed to engage with residents before any new play equipment/planting is progressed.   A meeting should be set up with local people – invite residents to meet with Committee to see plans.  St Mary’s church on Glory Mill Lane was suggested as a possible venue.  Cllr Mrs Jeffery offered to ask Church and liaise with Cllr Reeves regarding plans.
23/10
Open Spaces Bookings (Deferred from last meeting)

23.01  Committee were asked to review hire charges for use of open spaces.  Resolved:  Cllr Mrs Jeffery proposed the following charges for commercial use:  Operating days £120, Standing days £240, Deposit £400, seconded by Cllr Reeves, all agreed.  It was agreed that local charity events should not incur any charges and the deposit fee should remain the same at £100.  It was suggested that the Terms and Conditions for use of Open Spaces should be reviewed at another meeting to take into consideration adverse weather conditions.
23.02
Cllr Appleyard declared an interest on this agenda item.  Committee were asked to consider a request from BEJSC to approve extended play during the month of May.  It was noted that BEJSC did not use the pitches during the month of December due to adverse weather conditions.   Resolved:  Cllr D Airley proposed that the Council makes no extra charge to BEJSC for the month of May, seconded by Cllr Mrs Jeffery, 7 in agreement.


24/10
Bourne End Rec. Changing Facilities

The notes of a meeting with Mr A Switalski (Disabled Access Officer) WDC were noted.  Resolved:  Cllr Mrs White proposed to leave the disabled toilets locked at present until Committee make a decision on future use, seconded by Cllr Mrs Jeffery, 7 in favour, 1 against.  Resolved:  Cllr Appleyard proposed for a letter to be sent to WDC (Wycombe District Council) regarding incorrect advice in letter dated 29th January 2010, seconded by Cllr Mrs K Airley, 7 in favour.

Watery Lane Open Space Improvements

Proposals were presented by the Vice Chairman as follows:
25.01 Committee were asked to consider removal of the existing “No Ball Games” sign for a trial period of 6 months.  Resolved:  In light of recent vandalism Council should engage with users of ball games.  PCSO’s should be notified if sign is removed and to monitor area, Proposed by Cllr Mrs Marshall, seconded by Cllr Reeves, 1 abstention, 7 in favour.  
25.02 Committee were asked to consider replacing existing notice board.  Resolved:  Cllr Mrs Jeffery Proposed that a new notice board should be purchased and situated adjacent to or underneath Watery Lane Playbuilder sign, seconded by Cllr Appleyard, 5 in favour, 2 against, 1 abstention.
9.35pm All agreed to continue with the meeting.
25.03 Committee were asked to consider the pollarding of the 3 willow trees which back onto residents’ properties, a map and report from the Tree Officer at WDC was presented.  Resolved:  Cllr Mrs Marshall proposed to remove the 3 willow trees completely (as the Council are replanting 3 more trees in the area) subject to agreement from the Tree Officer at WDC, seconded by Cllr Reeves.
