06.03Notes of meeting held on 27th April 2009 noted.  A vote was taken on whether to carry out 2 consultations, one on the relocation of the Blind Lane aerial slide and basket swing to Wooburn Park and another on the proposed skatepark in Wooburn Park.  5 Councillors in favour of 2 consultations, none in favour of 1 consultation (equipment relocation and skatepark together), 1 abstention.  Resolved: Wooburn Park Residents to be consulted on relocation of aerial slide and basket swing to Wooburn Park first.  PEWP to decide how consultation will take place and make recommendations to Open Spaces Committee for approval.  PEWP asked for Committee approval to invite District Cllr Simon Fowke onto PEWP.  A vote was taken, 6 Councillors in favour.  Resolved:  District Cllr Simon Fowke to be invited onto PEWP.

Watery Lane Lease


7.01The following terms of the lease were approved:

1. A lease to be granted to Wooburn & Bourne End Parish Council of the demised area edged red on the attached plan (including the pond and willow trees).
2. The lease to be for a term of 50 years (foregoing the break clause).  Proposed by Cllr Appleyard, seconded by Cllr Mrs Marshall.
3. Peppercorn rent (not £75 as suggested by WDC).

4. The lease to be excluded from sections 24 to 28 of the Landlord & Tenant Act 1954.


5. The land is to be used only for informal recreation and a children’s playground.

6. The Parish Council is not agreeable to bear the landlord’s reasonable costs in the grant of this lease (approx. £500).

7.  Subject to Contract. 

2 members of the Committee were not in agreement of paying £75 for a lease.

A vote was taken on whether to proceed with lease for £75 if WDC do not reduce amount.  4 in favour, 2 abstentions.

Resolved:  The Clerk and Chairman to word a letter to WDC re the terms above.
