1. The building would completely overwhelm the site.

2. Access seems totally inadequate for vehicles making deliveries or visiting 

    residents.  Clapton Approach and Revel Road lack the infrastructure to 

    cope with extra traffic and parking.

3. Flood risk increased since removal of the embankment.  Local residents 

    are concerned that the development is 2ft higher than surrounding 

    properties and would present serious problems with run off water.

4. Ignores the fact that part of the proposed development is in a 

   Conservation Area.
5. Noise survey was carried out between 2pm and 5pm & 11pm and 7am.  

    Can this be typical?  Care home residents would not be able to open their 
    windows due to noise from M40.

6. The young trees recently replaced will disappear under tarmac if 
    measurements on plans are correct.

May we request site visit to further investigate all aspects noted above.
