Proposed zebra pedestrian crossing in Furlong Road, Bourne End
Councillors agree with the pedestrian crossing but feel that it will cause congestion as it stands.  The suggestion was put forward that if the bus stop is moved along Furlong Road north east that the crossing is also moved in the same direction to remain the same distance from the bus stop.  This should improve safety at the Station Road junction.

The suggested name, ‘Rivers Edge’, put forward by Bucks County Council was approved unanimously.

New development of 4 flats to the rear of 52-53 The Green, Wooburn Green

The suggested name, ‘Bishops Court’ put forward by Bucks County Council was felt to be too similar to another nearby road in the Parish, ‘Bishops Walk’, and ‘Bishops House’ was agreed as an alternative name to be submitted.

The committee unanimously agreed to accept the information contained in the BCC report regarding 35w SOX lamps.

Consultation on Gypsy and Traveller sites 

Since no meeting was held on 21 January 2010, it was too late for the Parish to submit comments on this subject.  However in an email dated 28 January, David Dewar, Planning Policy Officer from WDC, has assured us that most points we might have raised would almost certainly have been covered.

Follow up letter from Mr RJ Anderson re traffic on Kiln Lane

Whilst the Committee sympathise with Mr Anderson, they could only reiterate the comments in 
Mr D G Lemon’s letter dated 29 June 2009.  As Traffic Engineer with Transport for Buckinghamshire, he is considered to be the expert in this area and we do not see what practical measures could be taken to improve the nature of the road where we are restricted by BCC policy.

Light outside 49 Clapton Approach, Wooburn Green

It was unanimously agreed to accept BLE’s cost of £295 to refurbish the old lamp and fitting, and fix to the SEC column.  SEC will then make the connection to supply energy to the lamp but there will be no charge to the Parish for the labour involved in this work.
