Cllr Bazley to discuss IT equipment requirements with BCC but the following observations were made on the details submitted:

· Both computers are listed as 2 gigs but should be 4 gigs.  
· Work station specification doesn’t state quality of graphics card so not sure quality of screen it is supporting. 

· £455 for a monitor as specified is excessive, there are better monitors available with superior specifications.
· Laptop:  Dell do supply bigger laptop screens (eg - the one currently in use in PH&L) model XPS m1730 with 17” screen and 1920 x 1200 resolution

· Projector: Dell projector was identified last year for approximately  £2,000 so £6,885 is excessive
