WOOBURN PARISH COUNCIL CENTENARY
Following the enactment of the Local Government Act 1894, many of the duties of the Parochial, or Church, Parish were transferred to Civil Parishes.  As a result many Church and Town Councils, including Wooburn, celebrated their Centenary in 1994.

The first meeting of Wooburn Parish Council was held on 3 January 1895 at the Upper School, Wooburn Town, elections having been held at the end of 1894.  The Chairman elected at that meeting was Sir John Thomas who held that position for 
18 years.

Mr R Barber was appointed as Clerk and Mr George Wheeler as Treasurer.

The bills and estimated cost of the election were discussed amounting to about £18 and a precept was issued at £25 on the Overseers, payable on or before 18 January 1895.  In addition a Committee was formed to consider the Clerk’s salary, bills and Standing Orders.  The report of the Committee was put to the next meeting on 
31 January, 1895 where it was agreed to pay the Clerk £5 0s 0d up to the year end 31 March 1895 and with minor amendments Standing Orders were adopted unanimously, with 50 printed copies being ordered listing names of Councillors on the front page.  In addition at that meeting, questions were asked concerning charities in existence within the Parish, painting the posts at Town Bridge and whether any public landing place was available on the Thames within the Parish.
